SOME HELPFUL TIPS! 
 
TRASH COLLECTION 
The Town of Exeter uses Northside Carting for curbside trash pick-up.  All trash must be in the 
Town of Exeter blue plastic bags available at the Town Office and many other stores, see 
attached list.  The Town of Exeter has been using the pay-by-the-bag trash system since 
October 4, 1993. 
 
Trash bags are available in 2 sizes:  33 gallon bags $ 2.00 each, 15 gallon bags $1.00 each. 
(Price effective 8-10-09.)  Bags must be curbside by 7AM on your scheduled pick-up day. No 
limit on amount of bags allowed curbside each week.  Check our “trash/recycle pick-up 
schedule” link on our website or call Public Works at 773-6157 for your pick-up day.   
 
RECYCLE COLLECTION 
The Town of Exeter uses Northside Carting for curbside collection of recyclables.  Pick-up is the 
same day as your trash pick-up.  Recycle information is attached. 
 
BULKY TRASH PICK-UP 
Residents can place one bulky item (furniture, sofa, recliner, mattress etc.) curbside each week 
along with your blue bags of trash, with a bulky item sticker.  Stickers are  $5.00 each and are 
available at the Town Office. For more information call the Public Works Dept at 773-6157.  
 
TRASH/RECYCLE INCLEMENT WEATHER INFORMATION 
If Northside Carting ceases to pick-up trash/recycle because of inclement weather, there will be 
a one day delay in pick-up for the remainder of the week.   For more information call the Public 
Works Dept. at 773-6157. 



 
TRASH/RECYCLE HOLIDAY INFORMATION
The Town of Exeter uses Northside Carting for all  trash/recycle pick-ups. According to their 
contract, trash/recycle will not be picked up on the following holidays:

  Memorial Day   Thanksgiving Day 
  Independence Day  Christmas Day 
Pick-up will be one day late for the remainder of the week after the holiday.  We would ask that 
residents please plan accordingly.

TRANSFER STATION 
The Town of Exeter has a Transfer Station Facility on Cross Road in Exeter.  You may dispose 
of yard waste (grass, leaves, brush), metal items (washers, dryers, dishwashers etc), items with 
freon (refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners, dehumidifiers, etc), electronics.  All other items 
must be in a Town of Exeter blue bag. No bulky items will be accepted at the Transfer Station. 
Calendar year permits are $7.00, issued to the vehicle being used; a five-day permit is $2.50, 
issued to the vehicle being used.  Permits may be obtained at the Town Office. See attached 
Transfer Station rules & regulations for more information.

This company will come to your home and pick-up items and dispose 
of them for a fee (this information taken from an edition of the Exeter News-Letter). Or check 
your local newspaper listings under trash hauling. 
 
RECYCLE OIL 
Used oil from your car, boat or lawnmower can be taken to the Transfer Station during regular 
operating hours.  Oil must be in a clear or semi-clear container with a tight fitting cover - plastic 
milk containers work well.  Label the container "used oil". 
 
LEAF BAGS AND LEAF PICK-UP 
Twice a year leaves are picked-up in brown paper recycle bags only.  Pick-up of leaves is on 
your regular trash day the week of the scheduled pick-up. Check our website or call Public 
Works at 773-6157 for more information.  You may also take leaves to the transfer station 
during regular operating hours.   
 
TOWN CLERK 
The Town Clerk's office is located at the Town Office.  Window hours are Monday thru Friday 
8:30AM till 3:30PM.  For more information call 778-0591 and ask for the Town Clerk, or check 
our website. 
 
 
WATER/SEWER BILLING OFFICE 
For residents with Town water and sewer service, the billing office is located at the Town Office.    
Bills are sent quarterly depending on where you live.  For more information call 778-0591 and 
ask for the Water Billing department. 
 
 
TAX COLLECTOR 
The Tax Collector is located at the Town Office in the same office as the Water and Sewer 
billing dept.

Pay-by-the-bag trash disposal became effective in the Town of Exeter on 
October 4, 1993.  Trash must be in the Town of Exeter blue bags. 
 
Two sizes of bags are available. 33 gallon bags are $2.00 each, 15 gallon bags 
are $1.00 each.  (Prices effective as of 8-10-09.)  Unlimited number of bags can 
be put curbside for pick-up on your trash day.  Bags must be tied.

Recycling is an important part of our effort to build a cleaner, greener Exeter.  
Making recycling easier for residents will increase the amount of recyclable 
materials collected. 
 
Northside Carting, our recycle hauler, offers Single Stream Recycling – this 
means that you do not have to separate your recyclables, everything goes in one 
bin. 
 
  The following items can be recycled: 
 

 Plastics #1 thru #7 
 Glass bottles & jars 
 Newspapers, magazines, junk mail, office paper 
 Cardboard – Clean and bundled no larger than 2’x2’x2’ 
 Frozen food paper packaging, paper egg cartons, milk & juice cartons 
 Aluminum, tin & steel cans & foil 
 Cardboard – Clean and bundled no larger than 2’x2’x2’ placed beside your 

bin. 
 Make sure all containers are rinsed and free of food, grease & liquids. 
 Cardboard – Clean and bundled, no larger than 2’x2’x2’ placed beside 

your bin. (Large quantities of cardboard can be disposed of at the Transfer 
Station.) 

 
DO NOT place recyclable materials in plastic bags! DO NOT place empty plastic 
bags in your recycle bin!  Supermarkets usually collect plastic bags for recycling. 
 
Paper bags, including paper leaf bags, can be used to place shredded paper curbside 
for recycling.

sofas, recliners, bureaus, area rugs (rolled & tied), etc. 
 Item must be of a size and weight that can be handled by two workers. 
 Items that can be disposed of at the Transfer Station will NOT be picked-up curbside.

Items that will NOT be picked-up curbside include, but not limited to the following:  (If you have an item 
you are not sure if it is acceptable for pick-up, call Public Works at 773-6157.) 
 

 No yard waste - leaves, grass, brush.  
 No refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners, humidifiers or dehumidifiers.  
 No washers, dryers, dishwashers, stoves, trash compactors. 
 No fluorescent light bulbs, compact fluorescent bulbs. 
 No oil, gasoline, gas and oil mixture, gas tanks, antifreeze or car batteries. 
 No metal items. 
 No water heaters.  
 No lawnmowers/snow blowers. 
 No cardboard boxes or items in cardboard boxes or plastic bins.  
 No televisions, stereos, VCR’s, DVD players, radios, vacuum cleaners, electronic scales, microwave 

ovens, toaster ovens. 
 No computers, monitors, printers, fax machines, scanners, copy machines. 
 No items containing mercury.  
 No tires, hazardous waste or flammables.  
 No construction debris (sheetrock, shingles, paint or stain of any kind, wall to wall carpeting, toilets, 

tubs, sinks, etc). 
 No propane tanks. 
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General Information from the Town Clerk’s Office 
Window Hours 8:30AM – 3:30PM Monday thru Friday 

 
Vehicle Registrations are processed at the Town Clerk’s office.  Renewable annually 
in month of owner’s birth, unless you have a leased vehicle.  Call the Town Clerk’s 
office at 778-0591 for more information regarding leased vehicles.  New residents must 
provide proof of residency in the Town of Exeter, as with a copy of your lease 
agreement, purchase & sales agreement or mail.  All fees paid to the Town Clerk are to 
be paid by cash or check only. 
 
Preparation of a new NH Title is necessary on vehicles year 1995 and newer.  If a lien 
holder holds the title to your vehicle, you must provide the Town Clerk with your 
complete name and address and complete name and address of the lien holder.  There 
is a fee to be paid to the State of NH for this process. 
 
Vehicle Registration Fees Information:  Town permit fee is based on manufacturer’s 
suggested retail price when vehicle was new (per MacLean Hunter Market Reports), 
pro-rated to birth month and year of vehicle.  State permit fee is based on gross vehicle 
weight (vehicle plus allowed passengers), also pro-rated to birth month of owner. 
 
License Plates are available at the Town Clerk’s office for automobiles, motorcycles, 
trailers. “Vanity” plates and “Moose” are also available at the Town Clerk’s office.  
Veteran’s plates are also available, you must present proof of honorable discharge, as 
with your DD-214 or equivalent. 
 
Handicap Plates:  You must have your doctor complete a handicap plate application 
form that you obtain from the Town Clerk’s office.  Then you must forward that form to a 
local Motor Vehicle office or to Motor Vehicle in Concord. 
 
Vehicle Inspections:  If you have a new registration, you must have your vehicle 
inspected by a licensed Inspection Station, for a fee, within 10 days of acquiring your 
plates.  If you have a renewal registration, you must have your vehicle inspected by a 
licensed Inspection Station, for a fee, within 10 days of the next month. 
 
Driver’s license in NH is issued for 5 years.  You must pay a fee to the state of NH for 
this privilege.  Applicants must go to the nearest Division of Motor Vehicles.  You must 
surrender any out-of-state license you have, take an eye exam, and be photographed 
for your new license.  No appointment is necessary at the DMV to do this.  If you are a 
senior citizen 75 years or older, you must also take a driving test to obtain your NH 
license. 
 
Directions to the nearest DMV substation in Epping, NH: Go West on Rte 101 to Exit 
7, go right, Rte 125 North, substation will be on your right approx a mile and one half on 
Rte 125 North (after the “PLATE” sign). 
 
Voter Registration is done at the Town Clerk’s office.  You may also register to vote 
with the Supervisor of the Checklist when they are in session.  Checklist Supervisors 
will advertise their sessions in the local paper and on the town’s website: 
town.exeter.nh.us.  You can register with the Town Clerk Monday thru Friday, 8:30AM – 
3:30PM.  Registrants must show picture ID.  Naturalized citizens must show 
naturalization papers with court and date of event. 
 



Dogs are licensed by the Town Clerk for a fee.  Yearly licenses are due in the month of 
April.  Current rabies certification showing tag# and expiration date are required, also 
documentation of neutering/spaying also required.  Penalty of $1.00 for each month dog 
is not licensed after June 1, as well as Civil Forfeiture Fine of $25.00 if not licensed by 
June 1.  
 
Marriage licenses , birth certificates & death certificates are obtained at the Town 
Clerk’s office for a fee.  You may also obtain certified copies of marriage, birth and 
death certificates from the Town Clerk for a fee. 
 
Genealogical research can be done with the Town Clerk, however we have limited 
space for researchers to work, and the records are not allowed to leave the office.

If you moved to Exeter from OUT OF STATE, the following information is for you! 
 
If you moved to Exeter from another state, you will need some form of proof of 
residency and additional information to obtain your vehicle registration for NH. 
 
You will need to present the following:  Mortgage agreement or Purchase & Sales 
agreement or lease agreement for where you are living.  If you do not have any of the 
above, a signed letter from the owner of the residence is required. You will need your 
valid driver’s license.  You will need your current registration to your motor vehicle.   
 
You will need the title to your vehicle. If you do not have the title to your vehicle we need 
the lien holder name and address.  Application for only your NH Title will be done at that 
time.  If you have a leased vehicle, you will need a Power of Attorney from the leasing 
company to title your vehicle. 
 
Also, if you own a dog, you need to transfer the dog license to Exeter.  You must have 
valid rabies papers provided to us to do the transfer of dog license. 
 
Voter registration is also done with the Town Clerk.

WINTER  PARKING  BAN 
DECEMBER 1 –  MARCH 15 
12:00MIDNIGHT – 6:00AM 

 
No parking is permitted on any public street within the Town of Exeter from December 1 thru 
March 15 between midnight and 6:00AM pursuant to Town Ordinance 102.2. 
 
All night parking is permitted on Pleasant Street only, provided proper application is made to 
the Office of the Town Manager and permit is issued in compliance with rules established by 
the Board of Selectmen and Town Manager pursuant to Town Ordinance 101.3. 
 
All night parking is permitted in designated areas, as marked, in Town lots on Water Street, 
Kossuth/Front Streets, Center Street, and the Train Station on Lincoln Street  without a 
permit pursuant to Town Ordinance 101.3. 
 
For Questions regarding snow removal, contact Public Works before 3:30PM Monday thru 
Friday at 773-6157.  After 3:30PM and weekends, contact Exeter Dispatch at 772-1212. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

SNOW  EMERGENCY 
 
In the event of a predicted or on-going severe winter snowstorm requiring enhanced actions 
maintaining snow plowing and/or removal as deemed necessary by the Public Works 
Director, a “Snow Emergency” shall be called by the Police Chief.  The Police Chief shall 
contact the news media, including local radio stations to notify the public that a ban exists 
and shall specify the start of the snow emergency and shall estimate when same will be 
called off. It shall be unlawful for any person having the custody and/or control of any vehicle 
to park or cause the same to be parked within the public right-of-way during a snow 
emergency.  Vehicles interfering with snow plowing and removal operations shall be towed 
and stored at owner’s expense pursuant to Town Ordinance 102.6. 
 
I f you have questions regarding the snow emergency call the Public Works Department 
Monday thru Friday 7:00AM – 3:30PM at 773-6157. Nights and weekends call Exeter
